A MOSLEM ENGAGED IN PRIVATE DEVOTION
In addition to formal prayer, salat, the sincere believer offers his dua’ or informal petitions, while the religious mystic performs his zikr.  All are seekers after God, if haply they may find him.

A PERSIAN DERWISH IN STATE

The head of one of the brotherhoods in Islam. He is dressed in
a robe of honour and has the typical kashkul and tabar.
MINARETS OF THE AL AZHAR MOSQUE, CAIRO

The wooden structures at the top of the minarets are for purposes of illumination
by lanterns during festival nights.

THE CITADEL MOSQUE OF CAIRO

Built by Mohammed Ali (1811-1818) in Turkish style. This
mosque is one of the most sumptuous places of worship and also,
by its location, the most conspicuous.

PORTRAIT OF MOHAMMED BY A PERSIAN ARTIST

The Prophet stands with a lance in his right hand and a sword
on his left. Heavenly messengers hover over him, and he wears
the famous Burda (mantle) celebrated in song. The inscription
is in Arabic and, freely translated, reads as follows: "O Allah,
bless and prosper the illiterate prophet, the Arabian, the Hashi‑
mite, the Quraishite, the man of Mecca and Medina, the hero in
battle of Tihama, the pearly star, the possessor of dignity and
gravity, the one buried at Medina, the servant aided, the rightly
guided messenger, the elect one, the most glorious, the praised,
the most praiseworthy, the father of Qasim, Mohammed son of
Abdullah."

The Moslem women of Java enjoy a greater freedom from the
veil than their sisters in other lands. The population of Java is
nearly thirty-seven million.

A TYPICAL VILLAGE MOSQUE AND STREET IN EGYPT

The projections on the minaret are utilized for hanging lanterns
to celebrate the eve of the great festivals.

COURT IN THE MOSQUE OF AHMAD IBN TULUN, CAIRO (876 A.D.)

This is among the oldest of architectural monuments. Five rows
of arches form the cloister on the southeast or Mecca side of
the building.

PULPIT IN THE SO-CALLED BLUE MOSQUE, CAIRO

To the left is the highly decorated mihrab or prayer niche toward Mecca. Above the
pulpit are two flags used in religious processions.

THE CROSS-ROADS OF ALL EAST AFRICA
PORTION OF THE KISWAH

The curtain or cover of the Ka'aba at Mecca, commonly but in‑
correctly called The Holy Carpet. It is embroidered in gold with
passages from the Koran and the creed.

THE MOSQUE OF THE PROPHET AT MEDINA

The Mosque contains the graves of Mohammed and of Abu Bekr
and Omar, the first two Caliphs. Next to Mecca this is the
most sacred shrine for Moslems.

A SABIL IN CAIRO

Such ancient public drinking fountains were formerly endowed for public use, and served as rendezvous. They are still used for this purpose, and often also for the posting of public notices.

THREE MOSQUES AT CAIRO

That of Sultan Hassn to the left, the one called Al Rafai’ in the centre, and Al Mahmudiya, with its staircase, to the right.  All are near the Citadel.

THE MAHMAL OR ORNAMENTAL CAMEL-LITTER

Embroidered with texts from the Koran, this Mahmal accom‑
panies the caravan to Mecca which carries an annual gift, as well
as the Ka'aba curtain, called the Kiswa.
TWO TRAVELLING DERWISHES FROM THE SUDAN

One derwish wears special charms made of goat hoofs, to drive
away demons. The other has a musical instrument ornamented
with charms of other descriptions. These men are called on to
exorcise demons.

PAST AND PRESENT IN AFRICA

The old arena at Carthage. Here the Christians fought wild
beasts. At present there is here a subterranean chapel for prayer
and meditation. The Memorial Cross is seen in the centre of
the picture.

A MODERN MOSQUE IN DURBAN, NATAL.

This mosque is near the centre of the Moslem settlement and is
used for school purposes as well as for worship.

MOSQUE OF SIDI BOU MEDINE, TLEMCEN, ALGERIA

The square minaret is typical of North African Islam. To the
right one can see the fountain for ablution.

A MOHAMMEDAN FUNERAL AT TLEMCEN, ALGERIA

The religious leaders who chant the creed or passages from the Koran precede the bier, which is always carried on men's shoulders.

ONE OF A SCORE OF MOSQUES IN CAPETOWN
These mosques are generally wedged between buildings and so would escape notice by the traveller except for their minarets with the crescent sign of Islam.

A TYPICAL, MOSQUE IN JAVA

The absence of the minaret is conspicuous. In addition to the muezzin's cry given in the
upper gallery, they beat great wooden drums as a call to prayer.

A CHRISTIAN CONGREGATION IN JAVA
These Christians represent a total of over 45,000 converts from Islam on this island.

AT THE TRAINING SCHOOL FOR EVANGELISTS,
SOLO, JAVA

Some students. These men are future leaders of the Christian
Church.

TEKKE OF THE BEKTASHI DERWISHES

This brotherhood centre is located on the edge of the Mukattam hills near Cairo. It has a
large cave and a beautiful garden and rest-house.

A FEW MOHAMMEDAN PERIODICALS IN ENGLISH OR
GERMAN

These are edited by Indian Moslems, and with few exceptions are
published in India. The Moslemische Revue appears at Berlin;
the Islamic Review at Woking (London); the Moslem Sunrise
at Chicago; and the Muslim at Singapore.

THE GRAVE OF SIR SEYYID AHMED AT ALIGARH, INDIA

Born in 1818 and died in 1898, he led in reform movements and founded the Aligarh
Moslem University. In the centre of the arch a Koran quotation is inscribed: "His
name is Ahmad." Other inscriptions are in Urdu.

A GROUP OF DERWISHES

The musical instruments of these derwishes, who are probably of the Bektashi
order, are used to accompany the whirling dance; they are drums, tambourines
and the flute. The position of the hands and the dishevelled hair are typical of
the devotee.
AN ANCIENT MOSQUE AT KUSTENDIL, BULGARIA

This building is no longer used for worship but as a store-house.
Bulgaria has many mosques that have fallen into decay.
